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Defining the Issue
ÅFuture availability of aggregates is in question as

- Sources are being depleted
- New source permits are increasingly more difficult
- Areas of scarcity are showing up

ÅMore competition for land & land uses that preclude 
mining, such as conservation groups buying land in fee or 
easement

-One possible outcome is a lack of availability of 
aggregates in many areas.  This means longer hauls of 
aggregates to jobsites at a higher delivered price & 
higher carbon footprint

There is a need to consider future aggregate 
availability at a statewide level
